PPCMA Update 04-03-08

Dear Members:

April BOD Meeting (04/03/08)

The monthly PPOA Board of Directors meeting was called to order by Board President Bob Lowrey.  All Board members were present except Frank Andrews.

In his opening comments, Mr. Lowrey mentioned that signatures are still needed on the petition regarding the WEC, Inc. Disposal Well, which impacts the safety of all Pecan residents using HWY 167. No Texas Railroad Commission hearing has yet been scheduled.  Pecan has requested that this hearing be scheduled to take place in Hood County in order to allow for the greatest number of people to attend.  Petitions are still available to be signed at the Clubhouse front desk, the PAC, or on line at the PPOA website (also on the PPCMA Web Site).  Mr. Lowrey also mentioned that Member to Member operations officially started on April 2nd.  Also, the April 10th Town Hall meeting is scheduled for 6:30 pm at the PAC.  This meeting will include a discussion of “Incorporation”.  Mr. Lowrey noted that the City of Granbury Annexation Plan has been updated and will also be discussed at this meeting.  Mr. Lowrey announced the April 5th Marina Clean-Up work day, requesting that interested volunteers plan on assisting that day.

The minutes of the March 1st PPOA Board meeting were then unanimously approved.

The financial report was presented by Treasurer Lynda Tomlinson and General Manager Michael Bartholomew in the absence of Controller Bob Osterling.  (See PPCMA update 03/27/08).

It was also mentioned that the committees still need volunteers.  Sign-up sheets will remain available at the front desk until April 15th.

Committee/Management recommendations requiring BOD approval:

An ACC recommendation to revise Section 3.7 and Section 17 was unanimously approved.  These changes include clarifications requiring compliance with all ACC requirements upon transfer of ownership.  The new inclusions also list above ground swimming pools as “prohibited structures”.  A discussion also followed which made it clear that existing above ground pools would not be allowed to be replaced, and upon sale of property all outbuildings must be brought into compliance and A/C and propane tanks must be screened.  These changes and inclusions were unanimously approved.

Capital AFEs were then approved. (See Finance Meeting summary in the PPCMA update of 03/27/08 for the details).
An AFE for the Airpark Taxiway Bridge repair ($25,200) was unanimously approved.  
A number of Golf maintenance equipment purchase AFEs totaling about $80,000 were also unanimously approved.  
A Marina Committee AFE recommendation to repair the East wet slip walkway ($8,660) was also unanimously approved.

In his General Managers report, Michael Bartholomew noted that volunteerism is a valuable asset within Pecan.  More volunteers are needed, so if you are interested, please sign up for the various committees. The Volunteer Appreciation Dinner is scheduled for April 25th.  

The preventative maintenance program for the roads is ongoing.  The Infrastructure Committee is currently doing road surveys and the maintenance staff is sealing cracks in the asphalt.

The Golf Course Master Plan is a work in progress with three architects having already been interviewed to do the design work.

There were no questions or comments during the open session, and the meeting then adjourned.
