Judge Messina Grants Temporary Restraining Order for Pecan Incorporation Vote
 

This just came in from “Neighbors Promoting Truth”….

 

The Neighbors Promoting Truth Committee would like to announce that a Temporary Injunction has been granted by Judge Messina in the case of Chris Lawry V. Hood County regarding the incorporation election. This case was brought to court on the grounds that the plat and description of the area of Pecan Plantation to be incorporated, which was filed with Hood County Judge Andy Rash along with the petition to incorporate, was inadequate and did not meet the statutory requirements for a plat and metes and bounds description. In a hearing held on Monday, October 25, 2010 Judge Messina agreed with the Plaintiff, Chris Lawry, finding that, "the plat and boundary descriptions attached to the application are, as a matter of law, inadequate for any reasonable person to calculate the surface area of the proposed municipality so that such may be demonstrated to all under the mandates set out in 5.901(2) or (3) of the Texas Local Government Code."


The placement of a Temporary Injunction means that the election count for the incorporation measure will not be certified, and the matter will proceed to final hearing with a date to be set once the bond has been posted and the required documents filed later this week. Once the final hearing takes place, if successful, the ballot measure will be nullified as if it never happened. This has the added benefit of allowing Pecan Plantation to re-file for incorporation in the future without being subject to the three year waiting period, should the citizens of Pecan find the need and desire to properly formulate an incorporation plan. The entire two page court decision will be available on the website www.NeighborsPromotingTruth.com soon. Congratulations to Chris Lawry and team for their diligent work protecting Pecan Plantation from this harmful, ill-conceived measure, while keeping our options open for the future protection of Pecan citizens!
