The ACC shall consist of those members as designated above by the Board of Directors.  The Board of Directors, by resolution adopted by a majority of the Directors in office, shall designate and appoint the members of the Architectural Control Committee, as herein provided.  Such persons must be members of Pecan Plantation Owner’s Association

(in good standing), and a member as designated by the developer under the LENMO AGREEMENT.  Members of the ACC may also be qualified architects, builders, and planners as long as they are also members of PPOA.  

The primary purpose of the ACC is to issue building permits in accordance with the recorded C&R’s and the current ACC Rules and Regulations.  Additionally, the ACC may hear and consider requests for variances to the existing C & R’s or Rules and Regulations.  Recommendations for approval of variances from the existing C & R’s and /or the ACC Rules and Regulations must be forwarded to the Board of Directors for final action.  

The ACC will meet bi-monthly on the first and third Thursday.  All meetings will be formally conducted, minutes taken and reported in written form to the  Board of Directors.  Any official Committee action shall require a quorum present consisting of a simple majority of the voting members

The ACC shall have access to all information the ACC deems appropriate in order to objectively accomplish its duties and responsibilities.

Qualifications

Candidates to the Architectural Control Committee will ideally have knowledge of residential construction, ability to read blueprints, plats and surveys, as well as an understanding of Covenants & Restrictions and ACC Rules and Regulations.  There can be no more than two (2) builder’s and/ or two (2) real estate brokers or agents on the Committee at any one time.

   * Perform any request from the Board of Directors to review documents, contracts, policies or procedures or provide analysis of  a specific business operation.
