9.4
Road and Drainage Easements

9.4.1
The installation of improvements on Association road right-of-ways must have prior approval of the Association.  Examples of such improvements include rocking of ditches, installation of sprinkler systems or culverts and planting of vegetation other than grass.  

9.4.2
At the commencement of construction, it is the responsibility of the contractor to establish the proper drainage flow in the bar ditches and to reestablish the drainage flow following the placement of culverts.  The minimum size of the culverts shall be as described by the drainage plan approved by the County and reviewed by the Compliance Officer.
9.4.3
Easements for drainage throughout Pecan Plantation are reserved as shown on the subdivision plat(s). It is the responsibility of the owner to maintain the drainage flow.  No owner of any lot may perform or cause to be performed any act, other than as required by State Law, County Law or Building Codes, which would alter or change the course of such drainage easements in a manner that would divert, increase or impede the natural flow of water over and across such easements. 

More specifically and without limitation, no property owner or resident may:
a. Alter, change or modify the existing configuration of the drainage easement, or fill, excavate or terrace such easement; or
b. Permit either temporary or permanent storage of any type upon or within such drainage easement; or 
c. Place, store or permit to accumulate trash, garbage, leaves, limbs or other debris within or upon the drainage easements, either on a temporary or permanent basis; or
d. Allow grass to capture sand from run off so that the accumulation impedes the flow.

9.4.4
A notice of violation will be given to any property owner or resident who alters, changes or modifies the configuration of the drainage easement that impedes the flow of water.
a. Upon receipt of a notice the property owner or resident will complete corrective action or present a plan for corrective action acceptable to Management.  Failure to take corrective action will be considered a Flagrant Violation.  
b. Should no action be taken, Management may elect to complete the corrective action and bill the owner for actual cost in additional to any fines.
