PPOA Amendment Ballots
As most of you know, PPCMA recently mailed out a Position Paper explaining our position on the Bylaws amendments as we knew them, based on information available from PPOA as of two weeks ago. After receiving the official Ballots from PPOA, there were some changes. This is no doubt the most complicated Ballot in the history of Pecan Plantation. As a result, PPCMA has now been contacted by many of our members who have had detailed questions regarding our recommendations for the specific Ballots and associated Item #s that were sent out for membership vote. Additional items were added by PPOA in preparation of the ballots, which we knew nothing of. After review, here is a breakdown of PPCMA’s recommendations with regard to the 15 items now before the membership:

1. “Electronic Voting”: AGAINST
2. Voting Notice (component of “Electronic Voting”): AGAINST
3. Prep Time for Voting Materials (component of “Electronic Voting”): AGAINST
4. Appointment Time for Bylaws: NEUTRAL
5. ACC Fees: NEUTRAL
6. Transfer/Tenant Fees: NEUTRAL
7. Eliminate Board Compensation: FOR
8. Open Books & Records: FOR

9. Committee Term Limits: FOR
10. Any Member in Good Standing Can Run for Board: FOR
11. New Board Picks President: FOR
12. 34 Month Wait to Re-vote Failed Initiatives: FOR
13. 34 Month Wait to Re-vote Failed Amendments: FOR
14. Establish Audit Committee: FOR
15. Voting Notices in Columns (component of “Electronic Voting”): AGAINST
One final word on Electronic Voting is appropriate. If Electronic Voting should pass, the next election may very well be announced in fine print just below the Pinochle Scores in the Columns and be over and done with in 30 days, with a thousand PPOA members never even having been aware there had been an election!! Please join us in defeating “Electronic Voting” and the three additional amendments necessary to enable it. Rushed up elections coupled with low voter awareness and turnout will be the result of Electronic Voting implementation. Paper Ballots are the membership’s best insurance against Special Interest Groups pushing their agendas through to your pocketbook!

Say NO to “Electronic Voting”, Vote NO on Items #1, 2, 3 and 15!!!

Say YES to openness and accountability, Vote YES on Items #7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12, 13 and 14!!!
