Dear PPCMA Members:


Just a couple of quick items for this week's update.


RV, Boat & Trailer Parking Lawsuit
"Pecan Plantation Unincorporated Association of Concerned Property Owners versus Pecan Plantation Owners Association, Inc., Cause No. C2007-00159 pending before the Honorable Wayne Bridewell, 249th Judicial District Court"
The subject hearing, scheduled for 1:30 pm Thursday March 29th at the Johnson County Courthouse HAS BEEN CANCELED. 
The PPOA has filed a motion to transfer venue and move the lawsuit, filed in Johnson County, back to Hood County. Additionally, PPOA filed a second motion to transfer the venue before a ruling on the Temporary Restraining Order (TRO) is made. PPOA also filed a third motion to dismiss the lawsuit. Under Texas Rule of Civil Procedure 87, the Plaintiffs must be given 45 days notice before the Court can hear the venue motions. As such, an agreement has been reached between the Plaintiffs and PPOA to delay the hearing at least 45 days.

Under terms of the agreement, the parties are to behave as stated in the TRO.  In other words, no actions will be taken against any homeowner by the PPOA with respect to enforcement of the board's recent interpretation of the RV, Boat & Trailer Parking issue prior to the hearing.

Once a hearing is scheduled, the Court will entertain and rule on:

1. PPOA's Motion for Leave to Consider Motion to Transfer Venue Prior to Hearing on Plaintiff's Request for Temporary Injunction

2. PPOA's Motion to Transfer Venue

3. PPOA's Motion to Dismiss the Lawsuit

4. The Plaintiff's Request for Temporary Injunction


PPCMA will endeavor to get scheduling details regarding the hearing to you once they are available.
